  Pastor’s Corner  
 

What Condition Are We In? 
As we look into the New Testa-
ment,  it  becomes  undeniably 
clear that God has chosen to 
work here on earth through His 
church.   However,  not  all 
Christian churches are healthy 
enough spiritually for Him to 
work through them.  What con-

dition do you think the Stillwater Community Chapel 
family is in?  To make the question personal, what 
condition are you in spiritually as an individual? 
 
Corporately and personally, there are more opportuni-
ties available to us to become actively involved in the 
Lord’s work than ever before in our 18 ½ year his-
tory.  At the same time, the world, the flesh and the 
devil present more distractions and hindrances to our 
being involved than ever before.  We can become 
easily discouraged with the apparent lack of talent, 
time and money to keep on with the programs and 
ministry opportunities we believe He has led us to 
pursue.  But the Bible is always reminding us that 
things don’t have to remain the way they are.  If God 
is given the opportunity,  His blessings can bring 
about dramatic change no matter what our circum-
stances might be. 
 
As your pastor, I believe that we, who consider our-
selves to be serious followers of Jesus Christ, have to 
face an obvious question at this point in our exis-
tence.  Will we settle for the status quo in our church 
life and ministry, or will we be willing to reach out 
for what God can do supernaturally?  He is eager to 
make spiritual changes among us, and to shower us 
with His blessings.  He wants us to experience the 
greatness of His power and the depth of His love in 
new ways.  What He needs from us is an attentive 
ear, an obedient heart and a trust in the fact that 
with God, all things are possible. 
 
An attentive ear means that we become humbly aware 
of our sin, and the fact that it separates us from fulfill-
ing fellowship with out God.  God hates sin, and 
Psalm 66:18 tells us that “If I regard iniquity in my 
heart, the Lord will not hear.”  However, if we con-
fess our sin, it will lead to the greatest spiritual joy 
and peace we can ever experience as human beings.  
The Psalmist David, who was an expert in these mat-
ters, said it this way:  “Blessed is he whose transgres-
sions are forgiven, whose sins are covered.  Blessed 

is the man whose sin the Lord does not count against 
him and in whose spirit is no deceit.  (Psalm 32:1 & 
2) Well-known pastor and author - Jim Cymbala once 
said that “the worst possible scenario is for our 
churches to be supposedly “growing” but with 
“members” who have no deep longing to be deliv-
ered from the power of sin.”  I John 1:9 says that “if 
we confess our sin, He is faithful and just to forgive 
us our sin and to purify us from all unrighteousness.”  
An obedient heart means that we will confess agree-
ment with God and His view about our sin, and turn 
completely away from it.  Without this deliberate atti-
tude toward sin, our lives and our church will become 
shallow and lifeless. 
 
This has been a month full of visits with members of 
the church family and community who are facing 
some serious issues in their lives.  We just can not be 
satisfied in leading mechanical services and programs 
attended by lukewarm believers.  Those around us 
who are not yet quite sure of who God is and all that 
He has to offer, desperately need the confident exam-
ple of a church family that is really serious about their 
journey with their Lord.  With all the political corrup-
tion, economic uncertainty, and stressed relationships 
around us, I believe that people are ready to listen to 
what God has to offer more than at any other time in 
recent history. 
 
We are facing some real challenges as a growing 
church, and many in our church family are facing se-
rious personal dilemmas as well.  If we are willing to 
be attentive to what God wants to teach us, if we de-
velop the courage to be obedient to what we learn 
from His Word, and if we trust in the fact that with 
God, nothing is impossible - then we will be able to 
rejoice with the Psalmist David when he exclaimed “I 
sought the Lord, and He answered me; He delivered 
me from all my fears.” (Psalm 34:4)  How marvelous 
it is to serve the God who shows Himself strong dur-
ing our weakest moments! 
 
Yes, the river may be at flood stage, but God is in the 
business of building firm,  dry roads through the 
muddy mess of life!  Come on gang, hang on and 
let’s keep moving!

     In an effort to teach the kids how to be 
aware of the needs of others, our local Awana 
group has taken on projects to help needy 
children overseas.  They are currently

medicine and 
vitamins for 
children in 
Cambodia who 
do not have 
access to these 
basic health aids.

and cold medicine by the church office 
anytime between now and the end of 
November. 

 
Recent flooding in Cambodia has caused 
significant damage to two orphanages that we 
have supported in the past – ruining gardens, 
displacing the children from their sleeping 
quarters, making clean drinking water scarce, 
and exposing them to serious health issues. 
These are great opportunities to teach our 
children how to grow in their faith and reach 
out to those who are less fortunate around the 
world.   Let’s keep spreading the word in our 

community about this great program for kids.  
There are very few places where they will be 
exposed to the values and foundations for life 
that the Awana program offers them!
